Marek,
Chudoba et al., are important for Czech
reception of Wordsworth, but hardly
good examples of important
scholarship on the poet. Moreover, the
student refers too frequently to basic
introductions to British literature (Gill,
Burgess, Thornley and Roberts, and
most frequently, Deferarri). What does
the student think of Jerome McGann or
Peter McDonald, for instance?

On a minor issue: patriotism prompts
me to demur at the identification of
Edmund Burke as an English
philosopher and statesman. He could
be referred to either as British, or lrish,
but not Enslish.
