The goal of the thesis is to introduce the authors and heroines of the dystopian novels Hunger Games and Divergent.
The goal was adequately fulfilled according to the requirements.

2. OBSAHOVE ZPRACOVAN{ (naro&nost, tviiréi pristup, proporcionalita teoretické a vlastni prace,
vhodnost p¥iloh apod.) / TREATMENT OF THE CONTENT (exactingness, creative approach, proportion of
theoretical and individual work, appropriateness of the appendices, etc.):

Proporcionalita teoretické ¢asti (popis spoledenskych stereotypti zen) a praktické &ésti (analyza povah a zépletek)
nebyla idedlni. Cast, ktera je vénovana teoretickym &astem, ma byt pomérné vetsi.

The proportion of theoretical work (background theory about stereotypes of women) and analysis (descriptions of
characters and story lines) is not ideal. A greater proportion should have been dedicated to the theoretical aspects.

Praci napsala studentka stylem, ktery je obhéjitelny pro akademické potieby. Obsah a informace byly dobre
uspofadany. V préci je par gramatickych chyb (ob&as bohuzel zakladnich, naptiklad “She also expose [sic] her
relationship with her mother), ale zadné z nich nebrani porozuméni textu.

The thesis is written in a reasonable approximation of academic style. The contents and information are presented in
a clear, organized fashion. There are a number of grammatical errors (unfortunately some basic ones, e.g. “She also
expose [sic] her relationship with her mother”), but none of which interfere with understanding the text.

The author mentions several archetypes of women based on reading Marie Anne Furgeson, such as The Mother, The
Virgin, etc. Broader reading on the theme of archetypes of women would have improved the thesis.
