The aim of the thesis was to map out the history of the slavery of Afro-Americans and how it is reflected in the
works Uncle Tom’s Cabin and Gone With the Wind. The aim was fulfilled very well.

Zpracovan{
obsahu obou ¢ésti je diikladné a jasné a proporcionalita teoretické a vlastni prace je adekvdtni.

In the thesis the student displays familiarity with concepts of import for understanding the basic issues, e.g. the
origins of slavery in America, the approach of the Abolistionist movement, the American Civil War and its
consequences, the period of Reconsruction after the war, Jim Crow, and so on. The thesis is divided into two main
parts, i.e. historical background and analysis of the specific works selected. The content in both parts is treated
thoroughly and clearly and the proportion of theoretical and practical work is appropriate.

The student wrote in good academic style, and the level of the author’s English is quite good. There are few
grammatical and lexical mistakes, none of which interfere with understanding. The content and information was
well-organized and the division of the text into chapters and subchapters was executed logically. The formal aspects,
citations, references to literature and so on were generally treated well. The format of the endnotes is not entirely
correct; the student should have used the abbreviation “Ibid.”
