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Souhrn

Autofi prispévku se zaméfili na postoj sester k etickym problémim
vyskytujicich se pti odbérech organl u darcd s nebijicim srdcem (NHBD)
v intenzivni péci v Ceské republice, které jsou u samotného procesu odbéru
organ( pritomny. Kvalitativnim vyzkumnym Setfenim zjistili jejich pohled na
problematiku NHBD a zmapovali jejich povédomi o legislativnich postupech
a doporucenich u pacient( zafazenych dle Maastrichtskych kritérii k odbéru

organt NHBD.
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The authors of the paper focused on the attitude of nurses to ethical
problems occurring during organ harvesting from non-heart-beating donors
(NHBD) in intensive care in the Czech Republic, which is present in the
process of organ harvesting itself. A qualitative research investigation
established their perspective on NHBD issues and mapped their awareness
of legislative procedures and recommendations for patients classified

according to the Maastricht criteria for NHBD organ procurement.

Metodika vyzkumu

Vyzkumné Setteni probihalo od 2017 do 2021 ve dvou nemocnicich (Praha,
Plzen) a bylo realizovdano metodou hloubkového rozhovoru, technika
dotazovani pomoci polostrukturovanych otdzek. Osloveno bylo celkem 8
respondentek poskytujicich osSetfovatelskou intenzivni péci a byly pfimo
Ucastny procesu odbéru organti NHBD. Rozhovory byly nahravany na

diktafon, nasledné prepsany, analyzovany v programu Atlas.ti.

The research survey was conducted from 2017 to 2021 in two hospitals
(Prague, and Pilsen) and was carried out using the in-depth interview
method, a survey technique using semi-structured questions. A total of 8

respondents providing nursing intensive care were interviewed and were
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directly involved in organ harvesting NHBD. The interviews were recorded

on a dictaphone, subsequently transcribed, and analyzed in Atlas. ti.

Vysledky

Setfenim bylo zji$téno, 7e respondentky k procesu odbé&ru organt NHBD
pfistupuji pozitivné a pfijimaji jej jako danou skutecnost, kterd je
legislativou v Ceské republice od roku 2013 nastavend. Znalosti
v problematice oznacuji jako nedostatec¢né z dosud malo provedenych
odbér(, a i pfes nedostatek poskytnutych informaci, se snaZi vyrovnat se
stavajici situaci. Negativné poukazuji na malou osvétu odborné verejnosti
vyplyvajici z neznalosti legislativy. Z etického hlediska jako nevyhovuijici
vnimaji osloveni rodiny o darcovstvi organd, i kdy? legislativné v Ceské
republice je predpokladany souhlas s odbérem organi. Svoji roli sehrava

otdzka viry.

The investigation revealed that the respondents have a positive attitude
towards the process of organ harvesting and accept it as a given fact, which
has been set by legislation in the Czech Republic since 2013. They describe
their knowledge of the issue as insufficient from the few harvests performed
so far, and despite the lack of information provided, they try to cope with
the current situation. Negatively, they point to the low awareness of the
professional public resulting from ignorance of the legislation. From an
ethical point of view, they perceive it as unsatisfactory to approach families

about organ donation, even though consent to organ procurement is
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presumed by legislation in the Czech Republic. The question of faith plays a

role.

Zavér

Na zakladé zjisténych vysledkll jiz bylo provedeno dalsi podrobné
kvantitativni vyzkumné Setteni, které pfineslo podrobné;jsi informace od
sester pritomnych procesu NHBD, ale také od sester, které jsou soucasti
oSetfovatelského tymu, avsak v den odbéru pfimo ucastny nejsou. Tyto
vysledky budou autory uverejnény, nebot je nutné dosahnout spole¢ného
konsensu v osetfovatelském tymu vcéetné rodiny pro zarazeni darce pro
odbér organli NHBD, tzn., Ze infaustni progndza pacienta musi byt bez

pochybnosti.

Based on the findings, further detailed quantitative research has already
been carried out, providing more detailed information from the nurses
present at the NHBD process, but also from nurses who are part of the
nursing team but not directly involved on the day of collection. These results
will be published by the authors, as it is necessary to reach a common
consensus within the nursing team, including the family, for the inclusion of
a donor for NHBD organ procurement, i.e., the patient's infaust prognosis

must be beyond doubt.
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
