The main problem with this bachelor work is that pp. 19-44 consists of selected pairs of extracts from newspapers accompanied
with a single phrase 'commentary' by the author. ln other words, it may be strong on categorísation but there is very little by way
of serious in-depth analysis. As such, the work as a whole may be described as 'acceptable' but no more.

Questions
How did the author come up with the hypothesis that ťhe varieties might not differ at all (p.1)? This seems a bizarre starting
point for, if it were true, the term 'variety' would be a prioriredundant.

Considerable space is devoted to differences in pronunciation - but in what way is this relevant to a work focusing on the print
media?
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
