Final Comments & Questions

The main text is too short and on these grounds alone the work as a whole might be considered unsatisfactory:
a final decision on this will need to be made by the committee. Otherwise, the author may have the makings of
a decent thesis but, ideally, there would need to be a better balance in the background reading which, at the
moment, shows rather too heavy a bias towards Czech sources. Further, the results section could be presented
in a more reader-friendly fashion. Finally, more attention should probably be paid to the linguistic side of the
topic rather than the non-verbal aspects.
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
